Abstract

At the present, more than 80% of population in the developing countries and undeveloped countries
could not access to the financial services from commercial banking and special financial institutions while only
17% had a loaning experience from the financial service (Wiwat Tarahiranchot. 2010) Due to the fact that the
majority people had low income, did not have mortgage securities as well as the number of financial services in
rural areas was rare, many people had to depend on the informal financial services with high interest rate.

The macroeconomic, hence, would be developed, the microeconomic should be stabilized so that the
household was the important factor to drive the economic. The government should pay attention to promote
the financial service access in order to eradicate financial inefficiency, imbalance economic development and
poverty gap.
